(1) Attach the PEX Hoses to the Mixer Body. Assemble the mixer body onto the
post, then slide the cover plate over the post. Secure fixing plate to underside
of the post.

Tighten both the mixer body and the fixing plate as firmly as possible to

minimise any unnecessary movement in the shower column.
